Three-dimensional-model of Attitudes, Likert Scales, Function of Attitudes,
Cognitive Dissonance Theory (Festinger), Attidude Change, Elaboration Likelihood
Model of Attitude Chance (Petty & Cacioppo).
5. Social Influence
Sherif Experiments, Social Compliance, Obedience to authority (Stanley Milgram
Experiments).

6. Prejudice and Intergroup Relations
Prejudice, Sterotypes, Discrimination. Forms of expression of Prejudice (racism,
sexism). Causes, Theories of Prejudice and Intergroup Conflict, Relative
Deprivation Theory, Social Identity Theory (Tajfel & Turner), Attitude Change
(Brown, 1995).
7. Social Groups
Characteristics of Social Groups, Social Roles, Group Decision Processes (risky
shift, group polarization, groupthink). Leadership: Characteristics of Leaders,
Styles of Leadership, Teacher leadership and effectiveness.
8. Aggression
Definitions, causes, theories of Aggression, Social learning in Aggression, Role of
Media in Aggression, Control of Aggression.
9. Interpersonal Relations
Motives and consequences of Social Relations, Consequences of lack of social
relations, Loneliness, Interpersonal Attraction, Social comparisons.
