Portfolio submissions will be accepted if
they are in the following formats:

e JPG format no larger than 2MB and at least 1024 x 768 pixels (maximum of 10)

e  URLs: links to videos hosted on platforms such as Vimeo or YouTube (publicly accessible)

e The ten items of work should include, if possible, a few examples of earlier as well as recent works
Each item should be accompanied by relevant information (i.e., date, size, medium, title).
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
