The PhD Program is based on the
European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS). The award of the PhD degree
requires the completion of 180 ECTS. Very good knowledge of English is required of all
candidates.

e Two letters of recommendation from academic or professional advisors

e The ten items of work should include, if possible, a few examples of earlier as well as recent works
